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Kyeibanga, in the Bushenyi District of

southwest Uganda, was the scene of a July
gathering of over 1,200 villagers and
community leaders as they dedicated the Dr B
Health Clinic. Named in memory of Dr. Hal
Belknap, a Norman, Oklahoma physician,
scoutmaster, and humanitarian, it is the grd
BARHD clinic to become operational.

The clinic building was constructed in
2001 by the government but never opened due
to lack of operating funds. Amy Williams, a
BARHD Board member, visited the site in
2008. Upon her return a small committed
group of volunteers, including Jo Ann Belknap,
met frequently and raised funds for finishing
out the building, installing solar roof panels,
and providing a rainwater harvesting system.

Chairman’s Message
Amy Williams, who led a group of five
Norman, OK residents to Uganda, has returned
home. During their stay they distributed 2,500
mosquito nets to families with young children.

Orphan students are finishing their second
of three terms for the year. The Board of Directors
has approved a 4% increase in sponsorships (to $365)
for 2010. The extra $15 will help to offset the high
inflation rate currently being experienced in Uganda.

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Traveling to Uganda for the dedication
were Norman residents Amy Williams, Becky
Porter, Brad Price, Allison Taylor and Lisa
Porter. Also attending were Wyatt Schmitt who
is assisting BARHD in Bushenyi for eight
months and Sister Ephrance Nuwamanya,
BIRD Coordinator. Special guest, Professor
Ephraim Kamuntu, a member of Uganda’s
Parliament and State Minister of Planning,
traveled from Kampala to attend the
ceremonies as well as those who traveled by
foot from throughout the area.

The local government made a surprise
announcement by donating an additional
building to BARHD for the purpose of
converting it to a maternity ward. This will be
the first BARHD clinic to have such a facility.
