I am happy to report that the water tank at Kibingo Girl’s 
Secondary School is complete!  The 50,000 liter concrete tank 
sits next to the main classroom block, from which it collects 
rain water run-off,   The tank is already beginning to collect rain 
water, which will help the school sustain its water supply 
through the dry season.  Additionally, the tank is much closer to 
the school kitchen and dormitories, abating the trip normally 
made further down the hill to the next water source.
